AS/HFA Characteristics

ÂAspergerõs Syndrome and High Functioning 

Autism are similar disorders in that they are 

neurologically-based and affect three main 

aspects of a personõs development.

Â1) Social relatedness and social skills

Â2) The use of language for purposes of 

communication

Â3) Specific behavioral characteristics
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AS/HFA Characteristics

Â1) Social relatedness and social skills

ÂDifficulty considering another personõs 

perspective (e.g. thinking about other peopleõs 

thinking and thinking about what they think 

about your thinking).  By age four, children 

typically understand that other people have 

thoughts and beliefs of their own.

ÂFailure to understand unstated rules

AS/HFA Characteristics

ÂSocial relatedness and social skills (cont.)
ÂLimited understanding of nonverbal cues (voice tones, 

unstated rules and expectations)

ÂAppear to be rude or abrasive as they often lack tact 
(brutal honesty)

ÂMay be naïve and are commonly a target for bullies

ÂDifficulty considering another personõs perspective.  
Conversation may be very limited or one-sided (talk at 
you rather that with you)

Â Interactions with others tend to be centered around 
gaining knowledge or reciting knowledge about a 
specific topic or person
